I saw a fantastically talented team that played with a real freedom with all the players expressing themselves on the ball and they were very competitive in the correct manner. The boys really do seem to enjoy themselves displaying their newly developed skills, and even though the game finished 0-0 it was an action packed game of football played in the right spirit so well done boys.

Next stop was a quick dash for me to meet up with the Veterans team with whom I am player/manager and we were playing at home against Wargrave. It’s a really good job that I have signed on so many players because we are dropping like flies (lol). In three weeks there have been 8 injuries with the most common being pulled groins and hamstrings so this week I am going to sign on another 7 or 8 players for the team. The guys have thoroughly enjoyed their matches, from a personal point of view I look forward to the game all week because getting to run around and be competitive playing with old friends is really enjoyable and makes up a great Saturday of football. We managed to win as well with goals from George Bryan and a Moran Dodds penalty sealing a 2-1 win. Good stuff.

After a good nights sleep of about 3 hours I was up to meet up with the 1st team boys at 9.30am for our game at South Reading against Bulmershe. I feel the less I say about this game the better, we actually played very well in the 1st half but wasted 4 or 5 good chances to score going in 0-0 at half time. We came out in the second half and we were terrible, the worst I have seen in 4 years. The game finished 1-1, lets move on, I want to forget about this match.

I stayed up at South Reading to watch our U16’s play last seasons champions Reading Youth. This is an important year for the boys as it is their last year of playing youth football before we move over to men’s football next season, it is also their final year at school and they will be taking their exams. The team did OK last year finishing 3rd in the league and getting to the cup final that they lost unfortunately. My feelings were that they defeated themselves with their attitudes and lack of teamwork and discipline. This year we have a management team of Fabian Coultres and Jonnie Clarke who is my 1st Team coach. I felt that combining the two different personalities of Jonnie and Fabian and putting together their footballing knowledge and commitment into the team would be the best way forward for the team to achieve their goals. Up until now it seems to be working, the boys have worked very hard in training and have been committed in their attendance. On match days attendance and time keeping has been first class, teamwork and discipline on the pitch has been of the highest order. They have set their own standard now and this is what I expect from them for the rest of the season. 

The match was of a good standard with Wrightchoice winning 4-1 and our midfield maestro Hayden Best scored a hat trick. I would like to give him a special mention because Hayden had his problems with the management and the team last season. I had to exclude him twice from matches and at one point it looked like he was going to leave but I take my hat off to him because he said he wanted to play for Wrightchoice and his attitude has changed. Now he his playing the best football I have seen in 3 seasons and is also training with the 1st team, and when he is 16 in January I will sign him for the 1st team squad. Hi, I would love to welcome everyone back for the new season. I am very excited about starting another season and I cant wait to see all our boys playing great football again this year. It will be lovely to go to the games next weekend and see all the players in their new kit. We would like to thank Ibrahima Sonko for supplying 8 of the kits for the new season and we would like to give him our best wishes at Stoke Football Club after moving from Reading. We were able to purchase the remaining 3 kits after a very successful fundraiser at the Jazz Club and a thank you goes to everyone that attended. As the youth teams don’t begin their new season until next week, my role this weekend was to player/manage the newly formed Veterans team and to continue to manage our successful Wrightchoice CSA 1st Team. 

My reason for developing a Veterans team is that I knew of a lot of past players who were not playing football and were not really doing anything to help themselves from a health perspective. Also from an enjoyment perspective, we were all missing the fun factor and social benefits which comes with playing in a team i.e. the few glasses of water we have after the game… ha ha. During the summer we were able to get the players together and some of them were able to train with the 1st team and reserve team squad on a Sunday morning. We had on pre-season game against Theale’s Saturday team, which we won 3-1 and this was a good run out for the team before the first game this weekend. On Saturday we went up against Taplow at home with a full squad to choose from. It was a great start to the season as we ran out 5-2 winners with all five goals being scored by Eurshall Fearon. It was a really good team performance, which was thoroughly enjoyed by everyone with one of the highlights being Claudius Alleyne bombing down the right wing at 53 years of age. Thank you to all the supporters who can to support/laugh at us! I hope we entertained them also. Some people said that we resembled the 1958 Brazil team…. playing at their present age! Although the score line is important, my focus is still very much on individual player development because by improving the individual players, the team improves and naturally we will be more likely to win. Also, individual player development allows more of these players to fulfil their potential and go on to play at a higher level of football. I am looking for the players to become both individually and collectively more mature and take more responsibility of their actions and realise that they are role models for all the younger members of the organisation.

The team has entered the Madejski Cup this season and I am aware that their focus will be on giving themselves the best opportunity of running out on that turf however my focus based on its importance to the charity as a whole is to see the 1st team promoted to Reading’s Senior Division.

We’re up against Associated Ashfelt next week, so have a good week and you’ll hear from me then.

1958 6th February

I thought of writing this weeks Krugger’s Corner on the 50th Anniversary of the Manchester Utd Munich Air Disaster where 23 people died on an aeroplane on take off, killing 8 members of the famous Busby’s Babes team.

This tragedy will never be forgotten. Certain points have struck me after following the tragedy, seeing the film footage and reading various articles. Sir Matt Busby was a genius of a man who had the vision to take Manchester Utd and build the club to be the biggest club in the world It was Sir Matt’s idea to enter Manchester Utd into the European Cup Competition against the wishes of the FA.

Sir Matt had earlier been to America and witnessed massive Stadiums with Corporate boxes with fantastic elaborate designs and saw Manchester Utd’s progression being fundamental in becoming the biggest club in the world. The average age of the team was 22 and had just won the league title twice, playing attacking football. In the true spirit of the game the young men who died from the Manchester Utd team were all so young. Many were still teenagers who had not reached their full potential yet and in many peoples opinions, they would have developed into the greatest ever club side the world had ever seen.

The spirit of those who died lives on, the great tradition of Manchester Utd lives on and their achievements thereafter are remarkable with all the trophies, championships and cups they have won.

I think that the story of the Munich Air Disaster can serve as a lesson of life to everyone. Something so fantastic and special that 1958 Busby’s Babes Team was lost overnight. To all the family and friends who had lost their loved ones, for the people of Manchester and the world, we all lost on that fatal day 6th February 1958. To move forward in life after tragedy is bestowed upon us is possibly the hardest thing to deal with. Our thoughts and good wishes g out to all the family members of the 23 that died, to Manchester Utd FC and the City of Manchester. Everyone will mourn with you and remember those who died with pride, dignity and courage.
